NHTA minutes – April 2, 2009

Minutes of March meeting approved. Van was not present, Mickey chaired the meeting.
Legislative update: Curtis was not able to attend – a couple of things noted by him were that he had no status on things at the state house level at this time; the gas tax bill was moving forward and the increase for registration fees was off the table. 
DHHS / SCC update: The SCC is scheduled to meet today at 1:30 @ GSIL. A quick review of the agenda: They will be reviewing the RPC / RCC relationship and regional boundaries. 
Patrick stated that HB 186 had been amended, but was not sure of the content at this time. The IT system is coming along. The SCC steering committee will be meeting tomorrow. There is a time frame (starting next Tuesday) of 6 to 8 weeks to get an RFP out for the requirements. The barriers committee will also be meeting soon. The following SCC meeting will be held up north, May 21st. 
DOT update:  Shelley stated that applications are staying on their time frame, 5310 applications were reviewed with Patrick at DHHS. 5311, they are still waiting on apportionment from the Fed’s. Contracts are being worked out by Lori at DOT. The question was asked if they will be posted on the DOT website, answer was yes. 
Nothing to report on funding or the state budget as of yet, 5311 may not change from last year.

Still waiting on the stimulus guidelines from the Fed’s also. DOT will be doing separate contracts for 5311 and ARRA money. Only one certificate of good standings will be required for both contracts. Mickey restated his concerns on the stimulus money being dedicated to only 5311 and not be applied to 5310 providers throughout the state. 

Bev R. suggested that perhaps the ARRA vehicles should be identified some how with a logo, noting that they were funded through the ARRA program. 
New Business:: A discussion went around the room regarding RCC’s.  It was felt that regional RCC updates should be a regular agenda topic at NHTA meetings and the minutes posted on the website. The question arose as to whether this information should be shared at NHTA or SCC meetings? There was no definitive answer to this question, this will be on next month’s agenda. 
It was felt that if the SCC forms a Mobility Manager position then that person would be working with all regions and could be the reporting liaison for the regional RCC’s.
Old Business:  Ideas were tossed around on the agenda for the Annual meeting;
· Usual NHTA business meeting

· DOT presentation on mobility manager, JARC and New Freedom

· Report from SCC sub committee on IT requirements needed by end users

· (Suggestion of a workshop after RFP settled on IT requirements)

· Invite RCC representatives  - report on coordination progress
· Invite both DOT and DHHS commissioners-updates 

· Invite Region I FTA representatives. 

A couple of other questions arose, “who will do the invitations and what other location options do we have? “  (as of 4/10/09 - Mickey has put the Holiday Inn on hold for the June 11th date )

A sub committee was formed to work on the annual meeting agenda. Those members are:

Ken Hazeltine (chair), Lisa Paquette, Patrick Herlihy, Shelley Winters and Carey Roessel.

Lee Maloney gave a brief update on National Transit Week. She sent out an email to providers requesting information if they had plans to participate in the event. It must be sent to Lee immediately because she was meeting with a local newspaper for some press on the event. Options were tossed around for providers that would participate, to contact local food banks or community kitchens that would be willing to be a part of the event. Essentially the thought of shopping bags with transit logo’ on them, from all participating providers would be a great idea, but there is not enough lead time at this point with the event just a month away. It was suggested that this event be put on the agenda early in the year, next year – perhaps January – in order to better plan for it. The comment was made to track the rider ship for this day and put it into some kind of report for future use.
Sarah Porter suggested that NHTA set up a booth at the Tri-State Conference to recruit new members. This will be brought up to the Tri-State committee.

Mickey noted that there would be a “webnar” sponsored by the National Seniors Center on Transportation – pertaining to collaboration. He will pass the info along to Harry for distribution.
